Dear Friends, 

  As a child in elementary school, I always thought Good Fri-

day was a great day; school was dismissed at noon and the 

weather was usually spectacular.  All of nature was breaking forth into the newness 

of life; daffodils trumpeting the joy of new life; magnolia trees weighted with huge 

blooms; and dogwood trees opening with such delicate blossoms.  It was just a great 

day to be outside and be touched by the warmth of the sun.  My understanding of 

Good Friday was deepened when I reached junior high, and more so, as a high 

school student.  Classes were no longer canceled and students were not sent home; 

instead, all students were given the option of riding a bus and attending either the 

Catholic Good Friday service or the Protestant Good Friday service.  If the student 

chose not to attend, there was always a study hall or home room available.  All 

classes resumed following the services.  I, and nearly everyone else, traveled by bus 

to attend the service of choice.  It is hard for me to imagine such an opportunity 

given to public school students today!  I still treasure the gifts my hometown public 

school offered me, and the availability to attend a Good Friday service has only 

deepened my appreciation for the core values of those who served on the school 

board.  Today, most schools are closed on Good Friday and spring vacation hap-

pens.  Holy Week is just ñout thereò if someone wants to check it out! 

  For those of us who claim the name ñChristian,ò it is challenging for me to under-

stand the reluctance persons have in scheduling to be present for the Holy Week 

services.  What could possibly be more importantðin reference to following the 

Christðthan to gather at an altar rail with oneôs brothers and sisters of the faith and 

commemorate the Last Supper?!  Maundy Thursday gives us the opportunity to 

come and remember how much each is loved and how God is so very quick to ex-

tend the grace of forgiveness.  Is there any activity which could possibly be of more 

value, or is there a more sustaining meal than this?  And then comes Good Friday.  

Yes, it really is the very next day, and again we, who are Christians, are challenged 

to arise and deliver an offering of time to hear the storyða story of sacrifice, of 

love, of arrogance, of love, of self-centered ways, of love, of greed, of love.  Who 

might there be in your life that is hungry for the gift of Godôs love? 

  Donôt have enough time for Holy Week?  Who is it that gives every ñmoment of 

timeò?  Perhaps you could make one, but not two services back to back.  After all, 

thereôs Easter, too!  Three services in one week; wow, that is a lot of time being 

given to God.  It doesn't even come close to what God has given us!  Oh, yes, just 

one more question:  How much time will eternity take?
